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Greek Life Academic Initiative:

In the spring 2009, The University of Texas at Arlington Greek Life under took an initiative to improve the overall Greek Community’s Academic Standing. This resulted in the All Greek Standard GPA being raised to a 2.5. We expect all members and chapters to maintain a cumulative GPA above this standard to remain in good standing with our office.  The University of Texas at Arlington Greek Councils are committed to the positive advancement of its members.  This includes striving to uphold high scholastic standards.  This Initiative is twofold.  It establishes minimum standards for eligibility to join a fraternity or sorority at UTA and establishes a minimum academic standard for active members in the UT Arlington fraternity and sorority community.
Per the Greek Community Academic Standards, all active members of our community who do not have at least a 2.5 GPA are seen as “on probation” with our office until grades are calculated again at the end of the semester.  These individuals are still permitted to be members of their individual chapters pending chapter policies and minimum eligibility standards.
When a student is “on probation”, we ask that you not participate in certain events during the semester in order to concentrate on your academic classes.  This list of events includes, but is not limited to the following events: 
· Greek members cannot participate in spotlights/probates

· Cannot be included if a chapter has to have a certain percentage of members at an event (unless it is educational in nature)

· They cannot attend or participate in Greek intramural leagues
· Cannot serve as Council Delegate for their chapter or as Greek Week Delegate
· Cannot attend or participate in Greek Week events
· Cannot represent your chapter in any Council Recruitment Orientations or Activity Fairs.

All events sponsored by the Greek Life Office (except for those events that are purely educational in nature such as Emerging Leaders, Greek 101 or an All Greek Meeting) are not open to members who are “on probation”.
In addition, we have a close working relationship with University College (http://www.uta.edu/universitycollege/) to provide academic resources and assistance.  
Individuals who feel there is a discrepancy concerning your cumulative GPA as it pertains to your “probationary” status, please contact the Greek Life office.  Grade replacements, exclusions, etc. will require a letter from your academic advisor as documentation of this grade change in order to revise your “probationary” status.  This must be done at the beginning of the semester in question.
Active members of the Greek community who feel there is a discrepancy or valid justification for their status can submit an Academic Appeal to the Greek Life Standards Board by completing the Academic Appeal Form found on the Greek Life website.  Individuals may appeal only once each long semester and granted approval only once per academic career.
Per the Greek Community Academic Standards, all potential new members of the Greek community or students who are interested in joining a fraternity or sorority at UT Arlington are required to have a minimum of a 2.5 GPA from UT Arlington and completed at least 9 credit hours from UT Arlington or be a new transfer student.  Students who are admitted as a new freshman student with AP or duel credit hours from high school are not eligible until completing 9 hours and achieving a 2.5 GPA from UT Arlington.  

Potential new members who feel there is a discrepancy or valid justification for their ineligibility to join can submit an Academic Appeal to the Greek Life Standards Board by completing the Academic Appeal Form found on the Greek Life website.  Individuals may appeal only once each long semester.
